PETE’S PLACE RULES:

GENERAL RULES:
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All participants must sign in/sign out upon entry/exit. Participants who
do not sign in or sign out will not be allowed to re-enter the Teen Center.
Participants who sign out at or after 7:00 pm will not be allowed to
re-enter the Teen Center that day.

Teens will be admitted without a signed Parent Consent Forms on file.

Participants are responsible for their own personal items. The Colonial
Heights Recreation Department assumes no responsibility for lost or
damaged personal items.

Participants are not to use profanity or vulgar language and are expected
to dress appropriately and to maintain proper hygiene. Participants are to
refrain from putting their feet and/or shoes on the furniture.

Participants must place their bikes in the bike rack at all times.

Participants may bring a Guest (non-Resident) with them. Each Guest is
charged $5.00 and must arrive and leave when the registered Teen does.
Teens/guests using Pete’s Place are responsible for cleaning up after
themselves and returning all equipment, materials, & games after use

All computers, gaming equipment, televisions, etc. are used on a first
come, first serve basis. Time limits for certain items may be imposed at
the Teen Center Supervisors discretion if a waiting list is generated.
After 45 minutes of continued gaming, participants will be required to
take at least a 15 minute break. Please save all work to a personal disk,
thumb drive, USB port, jump drives, etc., not the computer.

The Teen Center participates in a daily ONE hour activity shutdown for
structured activities.

All accidents, however minor, are to be reported immediately to one of the
Teen Center Supervisors.

*Failure to adhere to any of the rules above may result in the Teen/Guest

being dismissed from the Teen Center for that day. Teen Center Supervisors
reserve the right to dismiss a child from the Teen Center should any of the above rules

not be adhered to. Continued problems with the above rules may result in
disciplinary action up to suspension from the Teen Center*
